Jetour SA hits record 1,550 
sales in January 2026 

Jetour South Africa achieved 
iU strongest monthly perfor­
mance yet in January 2026, 
selling 1,550 new vehicles since 
entering the market in Sep­
tember 2024. Leading the 
charge were the T2 adven-
ture SUV, with 665 units sold, 
and the T1, which recorded 431 
sales. The Dashing (283) and 
X70 Plus (171) also boosted fi­
gures. The T1 and T2 ranked 
among the top five best-sei­
ling Chinese passenger cars in 
SA. Jetour credits its growth to 
strong dealer networks, parts 
availability and customer-fo­
cused offerings. The brand 
plans to expand further in 
2026, including entry into the 
pJag-in.hyorid (PHEV) market. 
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2027Toyota Highlander 
goes fully electric 

Toyota has confirmed that the a11-
new 2027 Highlander will be fully 

~ electric, marking a ml\ior shift 
for the brand, which has traditio­
nallyfocused on hybrids. A tea­
ser video reveals a three-row 
SUV with a more squared-off de­
sign, inspired by the Land Crui­
ser and 4Runner. Interestingly, 
Toyota is retaining the Highlan­
der name rather than adding an 
-EV" badge, though it remains 
Jnclear whether petrol or hybrid 
versions will continue. The elec­
tric Highlander features all-wheel 
drive and Toyota's BEV branding. 
The global reveal is scheduled for 
Februwy10, signalling Toyota's . 

. stronger push into the electric 
vehicle market. 

All-new VWT-Roc 
confinnedfor SA launch 

Volkswagen Group Africa has confir­
med the second-generation T-Roc 
will launch in South Africa in the se­
cond ha/fof2026. Built on the MQB 
evo platfonn, the new model is lar­
ger, measuring 4,373 mm long, with 
a stretched wheelbase and a bigger 
475-litre boot. Styling updates in­
clude LED light strips front and rear, 
plus an illuminated VW badge. 
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Toyota recalls over 141,000 
Prius models over door fault 

Toyota has recaned 141,286 units 
of the 2023-2026 Prius and 
Prius Plug-in Hybrid in the United 
States due to faulty rear-door 
switches that could cause doors 
to open unexpectedly. The issue 
stems from defective seals that 
allow water to enter the electrical •• ~ 
switch, potentially causing a short 
c ircuit. In some cases, this could 
trigger the door release mecha­
nism if the car is unlocked. War­
ning alerts will appear, but the 
fault poses a safety risk. Toyota 

. says no accidents have been reo 
ported. Affected owners w ill be 
notified by Mar.ch 29, 2026, and 
repairs will be done free of charge. 
The recall underscores growing 
scrutiny over electronic compo­
nent'reliability in modemvehicJes. 
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
