RULING OF COURT 

This is an application brought by way 01 notice of motion under Rules 
2(2), 43(1) and (2), and 44 (1 ) 01 the Judicature (Court 01 Appeal) Rules 
S.I No. 13-10. The application is supported by. the affidavit in support 01 
Nuhu Ntege the Applicant and seeks the lollowing orders; 

1. Service 01 Civil Application No. 609 012025 on the lst-8"' respondents 
be made by way 01 substituted service in a news~aper of w(de 
circulation. 

2. The costs 01 this application be in the cause. 

Background 
The applicant filed High Court Civil Suit No.439 012013 against the 
Respondents in whose favour judgement was delivered. The Applicant 
then filed Miscellaneous Application No. 951 012024 and Miscellaneous 
Application No. 1084 01 2025 seeking to review the judgment in 
Civil Suit No. 439 of 2013 and leave to appeal against the ruling in 
Miscellaneous Application No. 951 012024 and the same were dismissed: 
The Respondents did not enter appearance in the High Co rt and the 

the Respondents. Being dissatisfied with the ruling in Miscellaneous § 
Application No. 1084 of 2025, the Applicant filed Civil Application No. 609 § 
of 2025 seeking leave to file an appeal against the ruling and orders of the ~ 
High Court in Miscellaneous Application No. 951 01 2024. The Applicant § 
was only able to serve a lew of the Respondents and the Respondents in § 
this application were not served because they do not live on the suit land § 
and their whereabouts are unknown to the Applicant. ~

The applicant has filed an app~cation lor substituted service against the 
Respondents on grounds as set out in the notice 01 motion as lollows; 

1. The Applicant filed in the High Court Civil Suit No. 439 of 2013 against 
the Respondents jointly wherein judgement was not in his favour. 

2. That throughout the hearing of the High Court Civil Suit No. 439 
01 2013, none 01 the above Respondents entered appearance and 
the Applicant herein proceeded ex parte against them having been 
granted leave 01 court to do so after he failed to trace for their 
whereabouts. 

3. That the Applicant then filed Misc. Application No. 951 of 2024 
seekinQ leave to review the judgement in Civil Suit No. 439 012013 

Given that the Respondents do not live on the suit land, and efforts to 
serve them have failed because their whereabouts are unknown, I lind 
that substituted service is the best mode 01 serving them. See Kamurasi 
v Accord Properties limited & Another (Civil Appeal 3 01 1996) 
[2000] UGSC 23 (17 February 2000) where the Supreme court allowed 
substituted service OR the respondents because tne appellant did not 
know the address 01 the respondents. 

I find that the Applicant has given sufficient reason lor the lailure to serve 
the Respondents personally and accordingly grant the Applicant leave to 
serve Civil Application No. 609 of 2025 on the 1 st - 8"' Respondents by 
substituted service and make the following orders; 

1. The Applicant shall publish the notice of Civil Application No. 609 of 
2025 once in the New Vision and once in Bukedde on two consecutive 
working days within 30 days lrom the date 01 this order. The size of the 
advert shall be quarter page (15cm x 3c.olumn). 

2. Costs 01 this application shall be in the cause.
